ORTADOGU STRATEJIiK ARASTIRMALAR MERKEZI

Tarihce

Tiirkiye'de eksikligi hissedilmeye baslayan Ortadogu arastirmalart konusunda kamuoyunun ve
dis politika gevrelerinin ihtiyaglarina yanit verebilmek amacwyla, 1 Ocak 2009 tarihinde Ortadogu
Stratejik Arastirmalar Merkezi (ORSAM) kurulmustur. Kisa siirede yapilanan kurum, calismalarin
Ortadogu ozelinde yogunlastirmistir.

Ortadogu’ya Bakis

Ortadogu’nun i¢ ice gecmis bircok sorunu barindirdign bir gercektir. Ancak, ne Ortadogu ne de halk-
lar, olumsuzluklarla ézdeglestirilmis bir imaja mahkum edilmemelidir. Ortadogu tilkeleri, halk-
larmindan aldiklar giigle ve i¢ dinamiklerini seferber ederek bariscil bir kalkinma seferberligi bas-
latacak potansiyele sahiptir. Bolge halklarimin bir arada yasama iradesine, devletlerin egemenlik
halklarina, bireylerin temel hak ve hiirriyetlerine sayqi, gerek iilkeler arasinda gerek ulusal dlcekte
kalict barisin ve huzurun temin edilmesinin on sartidir. Ortadogu’daki sorunlarin kavranmasinda
adil ve gercek¢i ¢oziimler ilizerinde durulmasi, uzlasmaci inisiyatifleri cesaretlendirecektir Sézko-
nusu cercevede, Tiirkiye, yakin cevresinde bolgesel istikrar ve refahin kok salmasi i¢in yapict kat-
kilarim siirdiirmelidir. Cephelesen eksenlere dahil olmadan, taraflar arasinda diyalogun tesisini
kolaylastirmaya devam etmesi, tutarh ve uzlastirici politikalariyla sagladigt uluslararasi destegi en
etkili bicimde degerlendirebilmesi bolge devletlerinin ve halklarimin ortak menfaatidir.

Bir Diisiince Kurulusu Olarak ORSAM’1n Calismalar1

ORSAM, Ortadogu algilamasina uygun olarak, uluslararas: politika konularimin daha saghkh kav-
ranmast ve uygun pozisyonlarin alinabilmesi amaciyla, kamuoyunu ve karar alma mekanizmala-
rina aydinlatici bilgiler sunar. Farkh hareket secenekleri iceren fikirler liretir. Etkin ¢oziim é6nerileri
olusturabilmek icin farkh disiplinlerden gelen, alaminda yetkin arastirmacilarin ve entelektiiellerin
nitelikli calismalarum tesvik eder. ORSAM; bolgesel gelismeleri ve trendleri titizlikle irdeleyerek il-
gililere ulastirabilen giiclii bir yayim kapasitesine sahiptir. ORSAM, web sitesiyle, aylik Ortadogu
Analiz ve alti ayhik Ortadogu Etiitleri dergileriyle, analizleriyle, raporlariwyla ve kitaplaryla, ulusal
ve uluslararasi dlcekte Ortadogu literatiiriiniin gelisimini desteklemektedir. Bolge iilkelerinden dev-
let adamlarimin, biirokratlarin, akademisyenlerin, stratejistlerin, gazetecilerin, isadamlarimin ve
STK temsilcilerinin Tiirkiye'de konuk edilmesini kolaylastirarak bilgi ve diistincelerin gerek Tiirkiye
gerek diinya kamuoyuyla paylasiimasim saglamaktadir.
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TAKDIM

Irak’in en 6nemli kentlerinden birisi olan Musul isgal sonrast yasadigt sorunlardan siy-
rilabilmek icin ¢ikis arryor. Nufus, ekonomik buyuklik, siyasi etki, egitim durumu ve
diger pek cok acidan Irak’in Bagdat'tan sona ikinci bliytik ve 6nemli kenti olan Musul
hak ettigi ilgiyi gorememistir. Irak’in kurulusundan beri ilkenin aynt zamanda onde
gelen entelektiiel merkezilerinden birisi olan Musul’'un 2004 yilindan sonra stirtiklendi-
gi glivenlik zaSyetinin asilmaya baslamasi sehir icin yeni bir donemi baslatmistir. Kisa
bir stire 6ncesine kadar givenlik durumu Musul icin dezavantaj yaratsa da gelinen
noktada Musul'un glivenlik sikintisint buytk olcide astigi soylenebilir. Ayrica, 2009
yilindan bu yana siyasi istikrarin artmasi ve Musul Vilayeti'nin en gticli siyasi aktorleri
arasindaki uzlasma tablosu bolgeyi yatirima uygun hale getirmektedir. 3.5 milyonluk
niifusu, genis tarim alanlari, binlerce yillik ticaret tecriibesi, zengin dogal kaynaklari ve
stratejik cograS konumu Musul'u Irak’in en 6nemli yatirim bolgelerinden birisine do-
nustirecektir. Ancak, yabanct yatirimeilarin Irak’a yonelik stipheci bakislarindan Musul
da payini almaktadir. Musul ya da diger adiyla Ninova Vilayeti, en biiytik sorunu olan
issizlik ve ekonomik sorunlart asmak icin diger tlkelerden gelen yatirnmcilara kucak
acmayi beklerken, Musul halkinin Turkiye'ye olan sempatisi Tuirk sirketlerinin bu bol-
gede basarili olma sansini artirmaktadir. Turkiye’'nin yanibasinda bulunan ve belki de
kisa bir siire sonra buiylik bir yatirim merkezi haline dontisebilecek Musul’daki genel
durumu 6zetlemek tizere bu kisa calisma kaleme alinmistir. Bu calisma kapsaminda
ORSAM ekibi Musul’a gitmis, sahada gozlemlerde bulunmus, sehrin 6nde gelen eko-
nomi cevreleriyle gorismeler gerceklestirmistir. Bu calismanin sonucunda Musul’daki
ekonomik durumu ve yatirim imkanlarint 6zetleyen bu kisa calisma ortaya cikmistir.
Son olarak, bu calismanin 2-3 Mayis 2012 tarihlerinde Istanbul’da gerceklesecek olan
Ninova Yatirirm Konferansi 6ncesinde yayinlanmasinin ise Konferansa katilacak olan
tarasar acisindan faydali olabilecegini distiintiyoruz.

o Irak’in ikinci biiyiik kenti olan Musul'un baskenti oldugu Ninova uzun siiren bir durgunluk
doneminden sonra yeniden diinyaya ag¢imanin yollarim aramaktadir. Geng, dinamik, ente-
lektiiel bir niifusa sahip olan Musul kalkinmanin yollarin aramaktadr.

« 9ilge ve 21 nahiyeden olusan Ninova Vilayeti genellikle vilayetin merkezi olan Musul'un
adindan otiirii Musul Vilayeti olarak da bilinmektedir. Toplam niifusu 3.500.000a yakla-
san vilayette geng ve dinamik bir niifus bulunmaktadir.

o Giivenlik sorununun biiyiik ol¢iide ¢oziildiigii Musul tarihi ve kiiltiirel agidan bir merkez
olmasimin yanisira é6nemli bir ticaret merkezi olagelmistir. 2000den fazla sanayi ve ticaret
kurulusunun bulundugu Ninovada binlerce yullik tecriibenin ve aliskanliklarin etkisiyle gii¢-
Ut bir ticaret kiiltiirii gelismistir.

o Musul, biiyiik yatirim olanaklar: sunan, bakir ve Tiirk isadamlarina goniilden kucak agma-
yi bekleyen dost ve kardes bir sehirdir.

o Musul stratejik cografyasiyla onemli ulasim kolayliklar: saglamaktadir. Irak, Tiirkiye ve
Suriye’nin kesisme noktasinda olan Musula Tiirkiyeden ¢esitli ulasim olanaklar: bulun-
maktadir.

o Musul, Irak’in en onemli tarum kentlerinden birisidir. Genig sulama olanaklari, verimli ara-
zileri ve yiizyilarca yillik gelenekleriyle Musul gida alaninda yapuacak yatirimlar igin bii-
yiik bir hammadde kaynagi saglamaktadir

Irak'in ikinci biiyiikk kenti olan Musul'un
baskenti oldugu Ninova uzun siiren bir dur-
gunluk doneminden sonra yeniden diinyaya
acilmanin yollarini aramaktadir. Geng, dina-
mik, entelektiiel bir niifusa sahip olan Musul
kalkinmanin yollarini aramaktadir. Musul-
lulara goére kalkinmanin en temel yolu Tiir-
kiye ile daha yakin ekonomik iliskilere sahip
olmaktan ge¢cmektedir. Bu nedenle, yiiziinii
Tirkiye’ye cevirmis ve isbirligi olanaklar: ara-
yisina girmistir. Bu nedenle, 2-3 Mayis 2012
tarihlerinde Istanbul'da gerceklesecek olan
Ninova Yatirim Konferansi uzun yillar bo-
yunca devam edecek ve Musul ile diinyanin
geri kalani arasinda kalic1 bir koprii kuracak
iligkilerin ilk adimi olarak goriilmektedir.

MUSULA ILISKIN TEMEL BILGILER

Irak’in kuzeybatisinda yer alan Ninova Vila-
yeti, Tiirkiye ve Suriye sinirinda yer almakta-
dir. Suriye ile uzun bir sinir1 paylasan Ninova

Vilayeti'nin merkezi Tiirkiye sinirina yaklasik
100 km. uzakliktadir. 9 ilge ve 21 nahiyeden
olusan Ninova Vilayeti genellikle vilayetin
merkezi olan Musul'un adindan otiiriic Mu-
sul Vilayeti olarak da bilinmektedir. Toplam
niifusu 3.500.000’a yaklasan vilayette geng ve
dinamik bir niifus bulunmaktadir. 2005-2009
yillar1 arasinda giivenlik sorunu yasanmasi
nedeniyle uluslararasi basinda hakkinda o-
lumsuz bir tablo ¢izilen Musul'da son ti¢ yilda
giivenlik alaninda biiyiik bir iyilesme yasan-
mustir.

Guvenlik sorununun biiyiik 6l¢iide ¢oziildi-
gii Musul tarihi ve kiiltiirel agidan bir merkez
olmasinin yanisira 6nemli bir ticaret merkezi
olagelmistir. 2000'den fazla sanayi ve ticaret
kurulusunun bulundugu Ninovada binlerce
yilik tecriibenin ve aliskanliklarin etkisiyle
giiclii bir ticaret kiiltiirii gelismistir. Binlerce
yildir tarihi ticaret yollarinin kesistigi bir se-
hir olan Musul'un icinden gecen Dicle Nehri
sehre hayat vermektedir. Gegtigi yerlere hayat
veren ve doyulmaz dogal giizellikler olustu-
ran Dicle Nehri sehirdeki tarim faaliyetlerinin
de temelini olusturmaktadir. Dicle Nehri'nin
sagladig1 su kaynaginin yanisira biiytik sula-
ma kanallar: sayesinde genis tarim alanlarina
sahip olan Ninova Vilayetinde 19.000 km’lik
bir tarimsal alan bulunmaktadir.

MUSULA NEDEN YATIRIM
YAPILMALIDIR?

1. Musul, biiyiik yatirim olanaklar1 sunan,
bakir ve Tirk isadamlarina gontilden kucak
acmay1 bekleyen dost ve kardes bir sehir-
dir: Musul, uzun siiredir yatirrm alamadig1
icin her acidan yatirim ihtiyaci duymaktadir.
Ortadogu’nun en 6nemli kentlerinden birisi
olan Musul, dis diinyaya yeni yeni agilmak-
tadir. Henliz yabanci sirketlerin ulasamadigi
Musul’a diger sirketlerden 6nce gitmek sade-
ce bugiine degil gelecege de yatirim yapmak
anlamina gelecektir.

2. Musul hizla biiyityen genc ve dinamik bir
niifus yapisina sahiptir: Niifusun %50’sini 18

ORSAM-ORTADOGU TURKMENLERI PROGRAMI
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yas alt1 genclerin olusturdugu Musul biiyiik
bir pazar potansiyeli sunmaktadir.

3. Musul Irak’in en biiyiik egitim merkez-
lerinden birisidir: Irakin en biyiik ikinci
{iniversitesi olan Musul Universitesi yillardir
¢ok sayida taninmis mithendis, doktor ve bi-
lim adamu yetistirmistir. Egitimli niifus, yati-
rimcinin ihtiyag duyabilecegi nitelikli isgiicti
acisindan biiyiik bir kaynak sunmaktadir. Ay-
rica, Musul Universitesinde kurulmus olan
Arastirma Merkezleri yatirimlar: destekleye-
bilecek arastirma calismalarina dayanak sag-
layacak verileri tiretebilecek kapasitedir.

4. Musul stratejik cografyasiyla 6nemli u-
lasim kolayliklar1 saglamaktadir: Irak, Tir-
kiye ve Suriye’nin kesisme noktasinda olan
Musul’a Tirkiye'den cesitli ulasim olanaklar:
bulunmaktadir. Istanbul ile Musul arasin-
da Tirk Hava Yollar: haftanin 4 giinii (Saly,
Persembe, Cuma ve Pazar) dogrudan sefer
vardir. Buna ek olarak Musul ile Bagdat (Car-
samba-Pazar) arasinda haftanin 2 giinii ugak
bulunmaktadir. Ayrica, kara tasimaciligi son
derece kolay ve giivenlidir. Ayrica iilkemizden
Musul’a demiryolu ulasimi olanagi da mev-
cuttur.

5. Musul bir sanayi kentidir: 1500'den fazla
irili ufakl fabrikasiyla Musul Irak’in en biiyiik
ikinci sanayi kentidir. Uzun siiredir atil duran

kapasitesini harekete gecirebilmek icin dis
yatirimcinin ilgisine ihtiya¢ duyan Musul ¢i-
mento, tugla, tekstil basta olmak tizere birgok
alanda yatirima agiktir.

6. Musul, dogal kaynaklar ile dikkat cek-
mektedir: Petrol, dogal gaz, silfir, kikiirt
gibi 6nemli ve stratejik kaynaklara sahip olan
Musul bu 6zellikleriyle gelecek on yil icinde
tim Ortadogunun en 6nemli kentlerinden
birisi haline gelecektir.

7. Musul, Irak’in en 6nemli tarim kentle-
rinden birisidir: Genis sulama olanaklari,
verimli arazileri ve yiizyillarca yillik gelenek-
leriyle Musul gida alaninda yapilacak yatirim-
lar i¢in biiyiik bir hammadde kaynagi sagla-
maktadir.

8. Musul, nitelikli ve niteliksiz ucuz isgiicii
olanag1 saglamaktadir: Irak’taki ekonomik
sartlar ve yillardir yeterli yatirimin gelmemesi
iilkede biiyiik bir igsizlik yaratmaktadir.

Tiim
bunlara ek olarak Musul tam bir dinsel turizm
sehridir. Basta Hz. Yunus Peygamber’in me-
zar1 olmak tizere sehirde pekcok 6nemli din
bliytigtiniin kabirleri ve mekanlar1 bulunmak-
tadir. Tum bu turizm olanaklarina ragmen
sehrin turizm altyapisinin gelismemis olmasi
Musul'da turizm konusunda yapilacak yati-
rimlar icin biiyiik bir ihtiya¢ ve firsat yarat-
maktadur.

MUSUL'DA HANGI ALANLARA
YATIRIM YAPILABILIR?

GIDA
Musul, sahip oldugu tarim alanlarinda tahil
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trtiinleri kadar bag ve bahgecilik agisindan da
biiyiik bir potansiyel sunmaktadir. Vilayetin
pekcok yerinde yapilan tahil {iretimi basta
un fabrikalar1 olmak tizere gida sektoriinde
yatirnma olanak saglarken bahgecilik de di-
ger gida maddeleri agisindan yatirim imkani
saglamaktadir. Ote yandan, sehirdeki tarim
alanlarina ek olarak genis hayvancilik potan-
siyeli siit ve siit irtinleri, dericilik, ytin vb. gibi
sektorler acisindan verimli sahalar yaratmak-
tadur.

TURIZM

Irak’'in en 6nemli turizm kentlerinden birisi
olma potansiyeline ragmen tesis yetersizligi
Musul’'un bu potansiyelini harekete gecirme-
sini engellemektedir. Cografyasi agisindan
ulagim sorununun bulunmadigi Musul'un en
onemli eksikligi yeterli sayida giivenli, kon-
forlu ve modern tesislerin eksikligidir. Ciddi
Olciide turizm yatirimina agik olan Musul,
kiiltiirel yakinlik ve sosyal iliskiler nedeniyle

de Tiirkiye ve Tiirk isadamlar: agisindan bii-
yiik firsatlar sunmaktadir.

INSAAT

Yillardir ciddi alt yapi eksikligi yasayan Musul
savasin etkilerini hala iistinden atamamuistir.
Sehrin trafik, konut, kanalizasyon basta ol-
mak {izere biiyilik bir altyap: ihtiyac1 bulun-
maktadir. Hizla artan niifus yeni konut ihti-
yaglar1 yaratmaktadir. Irak’in niifus yogunlu-
gunun en yiiksek oldugu yerlerden birisi olan
Musul'da giivenli, modern, konforlu yerlesim
komplekslerine ihtiya¢ vardir. Irak’in zengin-
lesmesine paralel olarak Musul'un birkag yil
icinde bir santiyeye doniisecegi goriilmek-
tedir. Bu sektorde onciiliik yapan sirketlerin
onemli avantajlar1 olacagi sdylenebilir.

Sehri kesen Dicle Nehri bircok yerde trafik
sikisikligl yarattigindan bir¢ok noktada kop-
riilti kavsak ve yol insaat1 calismalarina ihtiyag
duyuldugu goriilmektedir. Ayrica, tiim Irak’ta
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oldugu gibi sehirde ciddi bir kanalizasyon alt-
yapist eksikligi bulunmaktadir. Oniimiizdeki
donemde tiim sehrin altyap: ihtiyaclarinin
giderilmesi siirecinde Tiirk sirketlerine biiytik
firsatlar dogacaktur.

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PRESENTATION

Mosul, which is one of the most important provinces of Iraq, has been struggling to o-
vercome the post-invasion problems. Mosul, which is the second largest and important
Iraqi city after Baghdad in terms of population, economy, political impact, educational
status and also in many other aspects, could not get the attention it deserved. The fact
that security problem, which Mosul that is also one of the leading intellectual centers
of the country since the establishment of Iraq drifted into, started to be overcome la-
unched a new period for the city. Although security situation created a disadvantage
for Mosul until recently, it can be suggested that the security problem in Mosul has
currently been overcome to a large extent. In addition to this, the increasing politi-
cal stability since 2009 and the settlement among the most powerful actors of Mosul
Province makes the area convenient for investment.

CONSTRUCTION

Mosul, which has been going through infra-
structure deficiency for years, has not over-
come the impacts of war yet. The city has a
major infrastructure need; such as traffic,
housing and sewage system in particular. The
fast-growing population creates new housing
requirements. In Mosul, which is one of the
most populous cities in Iraq, safe, modern,
comfortable settlement complexes. It is fore-
seen that Mosul will turn into a construction
yard within a few years in parallel with the en-
richment of Iraq. It might be suggested that
pioneering companies in the sector will have
substantial advantages.

It is observed that bridge crossing and road
construction works are needed in lots of
points; as the Tigris River, which passes
through the city, causes to traffic congestion
in many areas. Besides, there is a considerable
deficiency of sewerage infrastructure in the
city as well as throughout Iraq. In the forth-
coming period, there will be great opportuni-
ties for Turkish companies in the process of
eliminating infrastructure needs of the city.

INVESTMENT FACILITIES AND
INCENTIVES

In accordance with the law, which entered
in force in 2007 and constitutes the basis of
Regional Investment Commissions that were
created within the frame of National Invest-
ment Commission; certain facilities and in-
centives are provided for foreign investors

coming to Iraq. These facilities and incentives
are listed as follows:

* Transferring profit and capital abroad,

Right to carry out transactions (in security
and stock market) in Iraqi exchange mar-
ket,

Leasing or assigning lands, required for
investment, to the investors for 50 years
(extendable) under favorable conditions,

Right to ensure a project to a local or for-
eign insurance company,

*

Opening an account in foreign or local
currency in Iraqi banks for the projects ap-
proved by the investment board.

In addition to the above-mentioned points,
the following additional opportunities are
given to companies that once receive invest-
ment license:

Assets imported for expansion, develop-
ment and modernization of investment are
exempted from customs duty,

Assets imported for expanding the invest-
ment capacity are exempted from customs
duty and other fees,

The spare parts imported within the scope
of project are exempt from tax on condi-
tion that their value does not pass 20 % of
their asset value,

Certain additional customs duty exemp-
tions are made in importation of furniture,
furnishing and etc. for hotels, touristic
buildings, hospitals, healthcare organiza-
tions, rehabilitation centers, educational
and scientific institutions.

The Nineveh Province provides certain ad-
ditional opportunities for investors in addi-
tion to the aforesaid points within the frame
of general investment Law in Iraq. The most
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outstanding points among those are listed as
follows:

Exemption from income tax provided for
10 or more years for the companies that
would like to make an investment

Foreign employees might be recruited in
case Iraqi employees with required skills
cannot be found,

Great convenience is provided for foreign
employees working in Iraq in obtaining
residence permit as well as in entry into
