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History

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PRESENTATION

Following the collapse of USSR, another country Turkey developed its relations with, among the
other Soviet countries, has been Belarus. With approximately 9.5 million population, Belarus is
an important market for Turkish companies and investors. As a matter of fact, in Turkey-Belarus
relations the cooperation in economic and commercial fields comes to the forefront.

Even though the Turkey-Belarus relationship started to develop as of Belarus’ declaration of
independence, these relations started to develop more rapidly especially in the beginning of
21st century. One reason lying behind this development is the fact that both countries revised
their foreign policies and were in search of new partners. The cooperation between Turkey and
Belarus is a consequence of this search.

Another important characteristics of Turkey-Belarus relations is the fact that both countries
support each other and mutually support their candidacies in the international arena and within
the scope of different international organizations. The increasing diplomatic contacts and
reciprocal visits seem to further increase the multilateral Turkish-Belarusian cooperation. The
fact that the leaders of both countries attach importance to cooperation in cultural, educational,
scientific and sportive fields is particularly important.

ORSAM started to publish reports regarding Belarus-Turkey relations in order to contribute
to developing Turkish-Belarusian relations. In the previous report, the economic cooperation
developing between Turkey and Belarus had been discussed. This second report, on the other
hand, deals with the positive dynamics of the cooperation between two countries. In his study,
the author gives the chronology of the Belarus-Turkey relations and evaluates the course of
relations between the two countries since the establishment of the aforesaid relationship.

In order to address to broader masses, we publish this report in three languages (Turkish, English,
Russian) as the previous one. We would like to extend our thanks to the Embassy of Belarus for
providing full support in the process of publishing these aforesaid reports, and we hope these
reports will be read with interest in Turkey.

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‘BELARUS-TURKEY: POSITIVE DYNAMICS
OF INTERGOVERNMENTAL COOPERATION

Executive Summary

- Turkey was the first state to recognize independence of the Republic of Belarus (December 16,
1991). Despite serious difference in cultural and religious traditions, significant geographical dis-
tance, Belarusian-Turkish relations developed along an ascending line.

- In the first years of establishment of diplomatic relations both sides were studying each other and
looking for mutually beneficial spheres of cooperation.

- The starting point of the second stage of bilateral relations may be considered to be the first in
the history of Belarusian-Turkish relations official visit of the President of the Republic of Belarus,
Alexander Lukashenko, to Turkey in July 1996. The main outcome of the visit was the signing of the
Treaty of Friendship and Cooperation between the Republic of Belarus and the Republic of Turkey
(the treaty was signed in Ankara on July 24, 1996).

- This fully affected the relations with Turkey. The relations between the two countries in the new
millennium were beneficially different from the ones of the previous decade. Belarusian-Turkish di-
alog between governments, parliaments and foreign ministries has become more intensive and has
been characterized as smooth and friendly.

- The practice of mutual support of the candidates within the framework of universal international
organizations has developed in the bilateral Belarusian-Turkish cooperation. There is also close co-
operation within the UNO, OSCE, Council of Europe, the Black Sea Economic Cooperation (BSEC)
and parliamentary structures.

- The opening of the Consulate General of the Republic of Belarus in Istanbul (January 26, 2011)
shows the development of diplomatic relations between the two countries.

- A. Lukashenko drew attention to the high level and productivity of the Belarusian-Turkish politi-
cal contacts and expressed the opinion that a huge potential for cooperation is not used to the fullest.
The Head of State suggested the Turkish side to consider the issues of creating assembly plants of
Belarusian equipment in Turkey, establishing of the production of complex technical products on
the territory of Belarus by the Turkish side, as well as expanding of cooperation in the field of light
industry, science and technology, education and tourism, transport and logistics.

- According to the official Belarusian statistics, in 2010 4707 citizens of Turkey visited Belarus as
tourists. As a matter of fact Turkey takes the third place in the number of tourists after Russia and
the UK. According to the statistics, in 2011 Turkey was visited by more than 123 thousand Belaru-
sians, which is 0,4% of the total flow of foreigners. Due to the abolition of visas the flow of tourists
from Turkey could double.

- Since the establishment of diplomatic relations in 1992 until the end of 2011 there was founded
the legal basis between Belarus and Turkey with about 40 bilateral agreements, including agree-
ments on trade and economic cooperation, mutual visa-free trips on diplomatic, official and special
passports, on the mutual promotion and protection of investments, on air transport, on internati-
onal road transport, on cooperation in the field of culture and sports, on cooperation in tourism,
on the avoidance of double taxation in relation to taxes on income, on cooperation in the struggle
against international organized crime, international illegal drug trafficking and international ter-
rorism, on the cooperation in the field of military training, science and technology, Protocol on the
cooperation in information exchange and others.

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Belarus-Turkey: Positive Dynamics of
Intergovernmental Cooperation

(To the 20th anniversary of establishing
diplomatic relations)

Turkey was the first state to recognize in-
dependence of the Republic of Belarus (De-
cember 16, 1991). Thus recognition of inde-
pendence of Belarus and other former Soviet
countries, even before the official termination
of Soviet President Mikhail Gorbachev (De-
cember 25, 1991) meant that Turkey carefully
followed the situation in the former Soviet
Union and aimed to strengthen its presence
in this vast region.

Despite serious difference in cultural and re-
ligious traditions, significant geographical
distance, Belarusian-Turkish relations devel-
oped along an ascending line.

The history of cooperation of these two coun-
tries can be divided into several stages, each
characterized by a certain intensity of the re-
lationship, the choice of directions, forms and
methods of cooperation.

Stage 1- (1992 — 1995): Establishment of the
relationship, search for optimal forms and
directions of cooperation between the two
countries.

Stage 2- (1996 — the end of the 1990s): Reso-
lution of the contradictions in Belarusian-
Turkish political dialog, expansion of the re-
lations in the economic sphere.

Stage 3- (2000 — present time): Expansion of
political contacts, mutual support of interna-
tional initiatives of the partner country.

In the first years of establishment of diplo-
matic relations both sides were studying each
other and looking for mutually beneficial
spheres of cooperation. The initiative in es-
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tablishing relations was shown by Ankara by
opening Turkish Embassy in Minsk on April
10, 1992. M. Tansu Okadan became the first
ambassador in Belarus and occupied this po-
sition till the end of February, 1998.

In 1992 the Chairman of the Grand National
Assembly of Turkey H. Dzhindoruk visited
Belarus. In July of the same year Belarusian-
Turkish Business Cooperation Council was
created. The Council’s aim was the develop-
ment of foreign economic relations between
Belarus and Turkey, as well as establishing di-
rect contacts between business circles of both
countries. In November 2011 the Council
gathered on its 11" session.! Visits of delega-
tions and individual entrepreneurs, business
meetings, seminars on trade and economic
cooperation issues are held in the framework
of the Council’s activity. There is also the ex-
change of information materials on export
and investment opportunities.

On December 14, 1993 Protocol between the
Ministries of Foreign Affairs was signed. Ac-
cording to this document regular meetings of
foreign ministers were planned.

It wasn’t without serious problems at the ini-
tial stage of diplomatic relations. At the end
of 1994 two Turkish Embassy attachés were
accused of “activities incompatible with dip-
lomatic status” and sent out of Belarus. The
Turkish side did not agree with the accusa-
tions and considered the actions of Belarusian
authorities to be unreasonable and unjust.
Turkish government announced the cancella-
tion of all visits to Belarus at the highest level,
stopped working on bilateral agreements and
suspended the loan of $100 million to Belar-
us, cancelled a joint mechanism of action of
the Business Council.!

However, in 1995 the Belarusian-Turkish rela-
tions were normalized. The fact of normaliza-
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tion was confirmed during the visit of Foreign
Minister of Turkey E. Inénii to the Republic of
Belarus in August, 1995.

The starting point of the second stage of bilat-
eral relations may be considered to be the first
in the history of Belarusian-Turkish relations
official visit of the President of the Republic
of Belarus, Alexander Lukashenko, to Turkey
in July 1996.

The main outcome of the visit was the sign-
ing of the Treaty of Friendship and Coopera-
tion between the Republic of Belarus and the
Republic of Turkey (the treaty was signed in
Ankara on July 24, 1996). The treaty consist-
ed of 18 articles, in which Belarus and Tur-
key pledged to build a relationship based on
good neighborliness, cooperation and mutual
trust, respect for political independence, sov-
ereignty, territorial integrity, not to interfere
in the internal affairs of each other and peace-
fully resolve emerging conflicts. In article 6 of
the treaty it was assigned to conduct meetings
on the highest level no less than once in two
years. And the need of regular consultations
between the Ministries of Foreign Affairs was
also confirmed.

In accordance with the agreements of 1997
Belarusian Embassy started its work in Tur-
key. The first Belarusian Ambassador in Tur-
key was N. Lepeshko. On July 16, 1997 he
presented his credentials to the President of
Turkey S. Demirel.

However, it should be also noted that Belar-
usian-Turkish relations of the second half of
1990s were not very stable. It was, first of all,
due to the contradictions in the relations be-
tween Belarus and the EU and the USA. Thus,
in 1997 members of the Grand National As-
sembly (parliament) of Turkey did not sup-
port the initiative to create a friendship group
with the National Assembly of the Republic

of Belarus. The ratification of the Treaty of
Friendship and Cooperation between the Re-
public of Belarus and the Republic of Turkey
(signed in 1996, came into force in 2000) was
delayed.

In June 1998 during a diplomatic incident
around the governmental residence “Drozdy”
the Turkish leadership withdrew the am-
bassador F. Shule Soisal “for consultations’,
showing solidarity with western countries
by this action. However, in autumn 1998 the
Turkish side considered the conflict settled
and the head of the Turkish diplomatic mis-
sion returned to Minsk.

However in the autumn of 1998 the Turkish
side considered the conflict to be resolved
and the Head of Turkish diplomatic mission
returned to Minsk. The confirmation of the
normalization of relations became the official
visit of Foreign Minister of Belarus I. Anto-
novich to Turkey (October 1998). During the
visit he met with the President of Turkey S.
Demirel and held talks with Turkish Prime
Minister M. Yilmaz and Foreign Minister .
Cem. While describing the state of bilateral
relations, the head of Belarusian Foreign
Ministry drew attention to the coincidence
of positions of Belarus and Turkey on many
international issues. He also expressed the
opinion that the coincidence is caused by the
“ostractism in relation to Turkey and Belarus
from the EU”?

In November 1998 the delegation of the
National Assembly of Belarus headed by
the Chairman of the Board of the National
Council of Belarus P. Shipuk visited Turkey.
The visit contributed to the establishment of
Belarusian-Turkish inter-parliamentary rela-
tions.

In November 1999 the President of the Re-
public of Belarus Alexander Lukashenko

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once again paid a visit to Turkey. Although
this time the main purpose of the visit of Be-
larusian head of state was to participate in the
OSCE summit, he met with Turkish President
S. Demirel.

In February 2000 the Deputy Prime Minister
and Foreign Minister of Belarus U. Latypov
paid a visit to Turkey. The main purpose of the
visit was participation of Belarusian delega-
tion in the second meeting of the Joint Inter-
governmental Belarusian-Turkish Economic
Commission. The head of the Belarusian del-
egation also had a meeting with Turkish Pres-
ident S. Demirel, during which the head of the
Turkish state focused on the willingness to in-
tensify relations with Belarus. Practical issues
of the bilateral cooperation were discussed
during the meetings of U. Lapytov with Turk-
ish Prime-Minister B. Ecevit, State Minister
on economic issues T. Toskay, State Minister
R. Yiicelen, State Minister on European issues
S. Giirel.

In September 2000, in New York, under the
“Millennium Summit” there was held a meet-
ing of the President of the Republic of Belarus
with the new Turkish President A. Sezer.

Thus, the beginning of significant improve-
ment of the relations refers to the beginning
of 2000s. In our opinion, this is connected
with many political events of national and re-
gional scale. The most significant of them was
the uncertainty in the issue of joining the EU.
Despite the fact that Turkey had declared its
desire to enter the EU (the application of An-
kara dates back to 1987) and aimed to follow
the criteria for the candidate countries, this
process was delayed for an indefinite period.

The discussion on the future expansion of EU
borders which started in the EU especially af-
ter the joining of the Republic of Cyprus has
shown that Turkey’s joining the union is not

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in the plans of the EU. Turkish society, politi-
cal class of the country after having evaluated
this difficult situation started an active pro-
cess of the refining foreign policy priorities.

The elaborated diplomatic strategy of Ankara
was as follows (quote from materials from
the site of the Turkish Embassy in Minsk):
Turkey, as a responsible and active member
of international community in today’s glo-
balized world, aims to play an effective role
in all regions, in order to reconcile the West
and the East, the North and the South. The
central geographical location in Eurasia, as
well as historic and cultural ties that spread
over large territories, perform a catalytic role
in promoting dialog and interaction between
cultures.?

Ankara paid a great attention to the coopera-
tion with former Soviet countries, which in
turn were also looking for efficient partners.

The changes in the political life of Turkey
contributed to the search for new partners.
In 2002 moderately conservative “Justice and
Development Party” headed by Recep Tayyip
Erdogan won the parliamentary elections.

Certain clarifications of the foreign policy
also took place in Belarus. In the second half
of 1990s Belarus started a more active pres-
ence in the new regions and countries in the
context of the principle of multi-vector poli-
cy. This fully affected the relations with Tur-
key. The relations between the two countries
in the new millennium were beneficially dif-
ferent from the ones of the previous decade.
Belarusian-Turkish dialog between govern-
ments, parliaments and foreign ministries has
become more intensive and has been charac-
terized as smooth and friendly.

Joint consultations of foreign ministers at the
level of deputy foreign ministers have become
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the most important mechanism for bilateral
cooperation. They were alternately held in
Belarus and Turkey in 2000, 2001, 2004, 2005,
2006, 2008, 2009, 2010 and 2011.

The participants of the consultation discussed
a wide range of topics, including political rela-
tions, cooperation in the international arena,
trade, economic and investment cooperation,
development of the relations in the field of
culture, education and tourism and consular
matters.

he parties exchanged views on the matters
of mutual interest of regional and interna-
tional character. For example, during the ne-
gotiations pledged not to interfere into the
conflicts between Turkey and neighboring
countries (especially Greece and Syria), at the
same time noticing that the contradictions
should be resolved through negotiations. Be-
larusian representatives supported the inter-
nal policy of Turkish government, including
the “Kurdish problem’, considering it from
the standpoint of the struggle against terror-
ism. The representatives of Belarus and Tur-
key have repeatedly drawn attention to the
convergence of ideas on human rights issues
and the formation of new European security
relations.

As a result of the consultations there was
approved the Plan of Action to promote the
cooperation for the next calendar of current
year.

The practice of mutual support of the can-
didates within the framework of universal
international organizations has developed in
the bilateral Belarusian-Turkish cooperation.
There is also close cooperation within the
UNO, OSCE, Council of Europe, the Black
Sea Economic Cooperation (BSEC) and par-
liamentary structures. Turkey consistently
supported all initiatives of Belarus to imple-
ment cooperation with NATO.

Turkish national delegation in PACE support-
ed the position of the National Assembly of
the Republic of Belarus concerning the return
of its special guest status, the Turkish delega-
tion supported the restoration of member-
ship of the National Assembly of Belarus to
the OSCE PA.

Due to the Turkish friendly position in Octo-
ber 2005 during the meeting of the Council of
Ministers of Foreign Affairs of the Black Sea
Economic Cooperation (BSEC) a resolution
on providing Belarus with the observer sta-
tus in this organization was adopted unani-
mously. In 2007 with the Turkish support the
observer status of Belarus in the BSEC was
extended. In November 2005 the National
Assembly gained the observer status in the
BSEC PA.

The cooperation of Belarus and Turkey on the
issue of mutual support of the candidates for
the elected UN system bodies was develop-
ing positively. Turkey supported the candi-
dature of Belarus to ECOSOC for the period
of office 2007-2009. Belarus declared about
its support for Turkey in the election of non-
permanent UN Security Council members
for 2009-2010.

The most recent Belarusian-Turkish political
consultations between ministries of foreign
affairs were held in Minsk on May 17, 2011.
Belarusian delegation was headed by the
Deputy Foreign Minister Valery Voronetsky,
Turkish — Deputy Foreign Minister Fatih Cey-
lan. The participants of the event exchanged
views on current international issues, includ-
ing the situation in North Africa, in the Mid-
dle East and the CIS. The sides noted the high
potential of Belarusian-Turkish cooperation
in trade, economic and investment fields, the
spheres of culture, science, education, tour-
ism and health.

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After the consultation the Plan of Action for
the second half of 2001 — first half of 2012
was approved. In this plan the parties have
consolidated key agreements on the further
development of the relations between the Re-
public of Belarus and Turkish Republic in the
fields of mutual interests. One of the impor-
tant initiatives was the promulgation of the
plan for mutual abolition of short-term visas
for the citizens of the two countries.*

The activity of the embassies of the countries
has contributed to the expansion of bilateral
ties, especially in trade and investment. De-
spite the small number of employees they
are working actively to establish and develop
contacts between businessmen, workers of
culture, science and education. The activities
of embassies are widely covered in the nation-
al press of both countries.

The opening of the Consulate General of the
Republic of Belarus in Istanbul (January 26,
2011) shows the development of diplomatic
relations between the two countries. The
event was attended by the heads of local au-
thorities, general consulates and international
organizations accredited in Istanbul, business
representatives, public and media.

The organization of Belarusian-Turkish coop-
eration is widely using the institution of Hon-
orary Consuls. The Republic of Belarus has 6
honorary consuls in Turkey.

The functions of the honorary consuls of the
Republic of Belarus include protection of
rights and interests of the Republic of Belar-
us, its legal entities and citizens, promoting
economic, trade, scientific, cultural and other
ties between Belarus and the host State in
their consular districts.

In the 2000s inter-parliamentary ties between
the two countries started to develop, due to
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the fact that Turkey had recognized the re-
sults of parliamentary elections in Belarus in
2000, 2004 and 2008. In April 2002 a group of
friendship and cooperation with the Nation-
al Assembly of the republic of Belarus was
formed in the Turkish Parliament. Members
of the National Assembly of Belarus formed a
group of cooperation with the Turkish Parlia-
ment in 2001.

Nowadays the group of friendship of the
Belarusian side is headed by the Chairman
of the Standing Committee of the National
Assembly of the Republic of Belarus for Re-
gional Policy and Local Self-Government Mr.
Gennady Novitsky, the Turkish — Member
of the Grand National Assembly of Turkey
Zeyid Aslan.

An important event in recent years was a
working visit to Turkey of the President of the
Republic of Belarus Alexander Lukashenko in
October 2010. The Head of Belarusian state
visited Istanbul, where he met with Turkish
President A. Gul and Turkish Prime Minister
T. Erdogan. During these meetings that took
place in a warm, friendly atmosphere the
leaders of Belarus and Turkey discussed ur-
gent issues of international life, current issues
of bilateral relations and prospects of further
cooperation in various fields, especially in the
economic sphere. A. Lukashenko said that
Belarus aims to reach the level of strategic
partnership with Turkey and is ready to offer
a number of promising areas for joint activi-
ties.

A. Lukashenko drew attention to the high
level and productivity of the Belarusian-
Turkish political contacts and expressed the
opinion that a huge potential for cooperation
is not used to the fullest. The Head of State
suggested the Turkish side to consider the
issues of creating assembly plants of Belaru-
sian equipment in Turkey, establishing of the
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production of complex technical products on
the territory of Belarus by the Turkish side, as
well as expanding of cooperation in the field
of light industry, science and technology, edu-
cation and tourism, transport and logistics.?

Belarus and Turkey intensively and success-
fully interact not only in the highest level,
through the Foreign Ministry, but also in a
number of sectoral bilateral commissions.
Meetings of the intergovernmental economic
commission, commission on tourism, scien-
tific and technical cooperation, international
automobile transportation, through the Min-
istry of Internal Affairs on cooperation in the
defense industry are held regularly.

Thus, the foundation of the cooperation of
Belarus and Turkey in the fields of education,
science, culture and sport is the Intergovern-
mental Agreement on cooperation in educa-
tion, science, culture and sports, signed in
1995.

The most promising areas of cooperation in
science and technology are the contacts be-
tween the National Academy of Sciences of
Belarus and the Council of Scientificand Tech-
nological Research of Turkey (TUBITAK),
based on the Agreement on cooperation in
science and technology between the National
Academy of Sciences and TUBITAK, signed
in July 2002.

In this regard, an important event — the
third meeting of the Joint Committee of the
National Academy of Scinces of Belarus and
the Council of Scientific and Technological
Research of Turkey (TUBITAK) — is held in
2010.

In April 2007 there was signed the Protocol
on cooperation in culture and art between the
Ministry of Culture of Belarus and the Minis-
try of Culture and Tourism of Turkey, which

defines the main directions of the develop-
ment of contacts in this area.

Significant place in the bilateral relations
is taken by tourism. The interaction in this
sphere is regulated by the intergovernmental
agreement on cooperation in tourism signed
in 1996. On November 3, 2011 the third ses-
sion of the joint Belarusian-Turkish com-
mission on tourism took place in the Min-
istry of Sports and Tourism. The Belarusian
delegation headed by the Minister of Sports
and Tourism Oleg Kachan, Turkish — the
Minister of Culture and Tourism Erturul Gu-
nay. The main issues discussed by the partici-
pants of the meeting concerned the proposed
abolition of the visa regime between the two
countries, possible investments into the in-
frastructure and other forms of cooperation
and tourism.

According to the official Belarusian statistics,
in 2010 4707 citizens of Turkey visited Be-
larus as tourists. As a matter of fact Turkey
takes the third place in the number of tour-
ists after Russia and the UK. According to the
statistics, in 2011 Turkey was visited by more
than 123 thousand Belarusians, which is 0,4%
of the total flow of foreigners.

Since the establishment of diplomatic rela-
tions in 1992 until the end of 2011 there was
founded the legal basis between Belarus and
Turkey with about 40 bilateral agreements,
including agreements on trade and economic
cooperation, mutual visa-free trips on diplo-
matic, official and special passports, on the
mutual promotion and protection of invest-
ments, on air transport, on international road
transport, on cooperation in the field of cul-
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ture and sports, on cooperation in tourism,
on the avoidance of double taxation in rela-
tion to taxes on income, on cooperation in
the struggle against international organized
crime, international illegal drug trafficking
and international terrorism, on the coopera-
tion in the field of military training, science
and technology, Protocol on the cooperation
in information exchange and others.® The
process of improving the legal framework of
bilateral dialog continues.

On the example of the Belarusian-Turkish
relations it is clearly noticeable how stable
political contacts transform into effective
economic ties. Although, it should be noted
that the economic cooperation potential is
realized only partially. Thus, Turkish import
takes 15" place in the trade turnover of Be-
larus, Belarusian export to Turkey is on the
25% place.

Turkey is among the three countries in terms
of investment into the economy of the Re-
public of Belarus. An example of direct in-
vestment was the acquisition of telecommu-
nications company Life Telecom in 2008. 80%
of shares of GSM-operator “BeST” Ltd. and
investing there more than 800 million dollars
over two years.

The list of investment projects includes the
hotel “Crown Plaza” and “Minsk’, entertain-
ment complex “Zhuravinka” built by Turkish
contractors.

Trade relations between Turkey and Belarus
continued to grow up to 2008, but slowed
down due to the crisis of 2009. In 2011 the
trade turnover between Belarus and Turkey
increased again and reached 447,7 million
dollars (dynamics of 122,9 per cent). Belaru-
sian export reached the level of 129 million
dollars (dynamics of 123,1 per cent), import
from Turkey — 318,7 million dollars (dynam-
ics of 122,8 per cent).”
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Belarus exports to Turkey metal products,
petrochemicals, linen, wood products, hard-
technical products, woven fabrics of synthet-
ic filament yarn. Belarus imports from Turkey
tomatoes, citrus fruit, knitted fabrics, trucks
and cars, pile and chenille fabrics, oxides of
boron, toilet paper, parts and accessories for
automobiles and tractors and other products.

Belarus confirms its interest in attracting
Turkish investors and contractors to create
high-tech industries, housing, shopping cen-
ters and hotels.

Thus, the analysis of the development of Be-
larusian-Turkish bilateral relations leads to
the following summary conclusions:

1. The exchange of views on major interna-
tional issues shows that the positions of Be-
larus and Turkey are close or coincide. This
creates conditions for activation of bilateral
relations at the highest level. It appears that
these measures will give a significant impetus
to bilateral relations, including trade and eco-
nomic component.

2. Turkey interests Belarus because of its
growing political and economic weight in the
region and in Eurasia in general. Turkey has
strong influence on the Post-Soviet space, es-
pecially in the Central Asian countries, Azer-
baijan, Georgia, where Belarusian interests
are present and are actively implemented.

Belarus is also causing some interest for
Turkey. A country with more than 9 million
people is of a great interest for the export of
goods and services of Turkish business and
is located on convenient routs from east to
west, from north to south. This has once again
been stated in an interview with BelaPAN of
the co-chair of the Turkish part of Belarusian-
Turkish Business Council Gursel Ongoren.
The two-day board meeting was held in early
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November 2011 in the Belarusian Chamber
of Commerce and Industry (BCCI) in Minsk.
According to the Turkish representative, the
investment policy of the Turkish business “is
particularly stimulated” by the accession of
Belarus to the Customs Union and Common
Economic Space.®

3. An important factor of the positive dynam-
ics was the fact that the relations between the
two countries are built mainly on pragmatic
basis, they are almost free from ideological
predilection. Thus, in the document posted
on the official website of the Turkish Embassy
in Belarus, it was stated that the absence of
any conflict in all areas of the Turkish-Belar-
usian relations creates favorable climate for
the development of relations between the two
counties. Under the pretext of non-democra-
cy and human rights violations there were in-
troduced restrictions and sanctions towards
Belarus, particularly by the EU and he USA.
However, Turkey tries to maintain friendly re-
lations with the Republic of Belarus almost at
all levels.’

This approach was once again outlined in an
interview by the Turkish Ambassador Ozkaya

(October 27, 2011). Speaking about the Belar-
usian-European relations and the Belarusian-
Turkish relations, he stressed that despite the
fact that Turkey in general tends to follow Eu-
ropean politics, Ankara will not impose polit-
ical and economic sanctions towards Minsk:
“We believe that any sanctions against Belar-
us are counterproductive and the EU officials
were sympathetic to our position”, — he said.
According to the diplomat, Belarus’ partici-
pation in the Customs Union and Common
Economic Space will enhance the abilities of
the Belarusian-Turkish cooperation in the fu-
ture. “Now the Turkish business will come to
Belarus not only from Turkey but also from
Russia’, — said the head of the mission."

4. Despite the good dynamics of the relation-
ship, Belarus remained a not very well known
country for the vast majority of Turkish so-
ciety. Belarus is often associated with Russia
in Turkey. The attitude of Belarusians towards
Turkey was also not free from some of the
stereotypes. To a large extent this is an echo
of the era of wars of the Russian and Turk-
ish empires, in which Belarusian natives also
took part.
